	Key guidelines and requirements to ensure video and waiata composition submissions meet the highest standards

	1. Video/Waiata Content 

	Topic Focus: Your video or waiata should focus on significant historical events, figures, or cultural aspects relevant to Māori history, values and traditions. 

	Cultural Integrity: When presenting culturally sensitive material, show respect, accuracy, and depth in the portrayal of Māori traditions, language and history.

	2. Technical Requirements 

	Video Length: Ensure your waiata/video is no longer than five minutes, as videos exceeding this may not be considered. 

	File Format: Submit your waiata/video in a compatible format (eg .mp4, .mov). 

	3. Audio and Narration 

	Clear Narration: Ensure your narration is clear and easy to understand. Avoid background noise that may interfere with audio clarity. 

	Pronunciation: Pay careful attention to the correct pronunciation of Māori names, places and terms. Consult with teachers or native speakers if necessary.

	Subtitles: If your video is bilingual or includes non-English content, ensure subtitles are included and accurate.

	4. Visual Presentation 

	Use of Visual Media: We encourage the use of photos, archival footage, maps and graphics to support your story. These visuals should be relevant and enhance the narrative.

	Balanced Use of Text and Media: Avoid over-reliance on text. Aim to balance text with multimedia (video, photos, audio) to make your video more engaging. 

	Credits and Acknowledgements: Be sure to credit all sources, music and contributors at the end of your video. This is crucial for recognising those who helped with your project. 

	5. Storytelling and Structure 

	Clear Structure: Your video should have a clear beginning, middle and end. Avoid abrupt endings by ensuring your narrative flows smoothly and is properly concluded. 

	Engagement: Make sure the video captures the audience’s attention by using engaging content and pacing. Incorporate elements such as interviews, first-hand accounts, or historical references where possible. 

	6. Music and Audio Use 

	Background Music: Choose music that fits the tone of your video and complements the narration, without overpowering it. You can include traditional Māori music or archival audio.

	Originality: Any audio or music used should either be original or have proper permissions. Avoid copyright issues by using royalty-free music or obtaining the necessary licenses.


	7. Research and Historical Accuracy 

	Fact-Checking: Ensure that all historical dates, events and names mentioned in your video are accurate. Use reputable sources for your research and verify any information you’re unsure of. 

	References: If you use books, websites, or archival material, make sure to reference them in the credits. 

	8. Cultural Sensitivity 

	Respect for Traditions: If you include sensitive cultural materials (e.g., karakia, haka, or tikanga), do so with respect and understanding. It’s important to handle these elements with care, recognising their significance.


	9. Feedback and Support 

	Seek Feedback: Show your draft video to teachers, peers, or whānau to get feedback before submitting. This can help you refine your work and fix any potential errors. 

	Use Available Resources: Utilise school or community resources to get help with language, historical research and technical elements.
