Supporting ākonga with ongoing health needs
We know some ākonga have ongoing or additional health needs, and that schools and whānau will continue to make decisions based on individual circumstances and medical advice.
If ākonga are experiencing ongoing health-related absences, we encourage schools to work with whānau to understand what support may help them stay connected to learning and return when they are well enough.
Support may include:
· flexible return-to-school approaches
· wellbeing or health planning
· additional learning support
· connection with health or specialist services where appropriate.
Schools and kura should continue to work alongside whānau and follow medical advice when supporting students with ongoing or complex health needs.
School High Health Needs Fund
The School High Health Needs Fund (SHHNF) is available when children or young people have high health needs that require care and support for more than 6 weeks. The funding contributes to employing a teacher aide or support person. For more details, see here.
Regional health schools
If a child can't attend their local school for health reasons, they may be able to get help from a regional health school. These schools provide short-term education support until a child can return to their regular school. For more information, see here.[image: ]
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
